Dear Attorney General Ayotte: 

I wish to make a formal complaint against Deputy Attorney General Roth in 
his capacity as the representative of the public in the matter before the Site 
Evaluation Committee regarding the application of the Granite Reliable 
Power, LLC to develop a wind power project in Coos County. 

He stated at a meeting in Lancaster on March 23 rd that his duty was to 
represent the public. Yet all of his testimony was biased and prejudicial and 
presented only the opinions of one side of the discussion. He did not say he 
was being paid by your office to only represent one side of the argument. 
Of those persons making a public comment there were fifteen speaking in 
opposition. Those in favor of the project were twenty-seven in number. He 
is entitled to his personal opinion but I strongly object to his presenting only 
one side of the issue while being paid by the taxpayers of this state. You 
should have provided both sides of this issue with an attorney if the public 
was to be truly served. I was told that a previous meeting his comments 
were equally as vituperating. 

I have lived in Coos County for fifty-three years and have been involved in 
public issues for most of those years. I have never seen such an injustice 
performed by a public official who represents himself to be a protector of 
the public interest. In fact the public was ill served by your office. 
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
